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NORTH MIAMI BEACH POLICE IMPROVE EMEREGENCY REPSONSE CAPABILITIES WITH 
TECHNOLOGY UPGRADES TO THEIR DIVISIONAL EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER.
Whether it’s severe weather or a terrorist attack, the North Miami Beach Police Department has improved its state of readiness as well as its emergency response capabilities with upgrades to its Divisional Emergency Operations Center technology. One of eight Miami-Dade County Divisional Emergency Operations Centers, the North Miami Beach Police Department’s EOC is responsible for emergency response to seven northeast Miami-Dade municipalities and several local universities in the event of a disaster.

Whiteboards and markers are have now been replaced with 60” SMART TV’s and other state of the art technology upgrades that are connected directly to the main Miami –Dade County Emergency Operations Center. All this is in an effort to allow for better communication between emergency responders in disaster situations. 

North Miami Beach is also the first and only Divisional Emergency Operations Center in Miami-Dade County to be directly linked technologically to the main Miami-Dade Emergency Operations Center. Having this new capability gives us real-time information on disaster information which ultimately could result in saving more lives and property. 

The $25,000 in funding used for the technology upgrades came from drug forfeiture funds, at no cost to the residents of North Miami Beach.
