Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between Miami-Dade County,
the City of North Miami, and the NMCRA

We’re  excited  to  announce  a  groundbreaking
agreement  that  will  inject  $4  million  into
economic  development  initiatives  in  North
Miami.  This  strategic  partnership  aims  to
revitalize  the  community,  stimulate  local
businesses, and improve North Miami residents'
overall quality of life.

On  October  6,  2023,  Commissioner  Marleine
Bastien hosted a press conference to  discuss a
resolution  sponsored  by  the  Commissioner
providing  an  amendment  to  the  original
Interlocal  Cooperation  Agreement  between
Miami-Dade County, the City of North Miami,
and the NMCRA. The new agreement removes a
$1 million dollar cap and provides the NMCRA
with  an  additional  $4  million  to  invest  in
projects that bring economic development to the
area. The resolution was passed unanimously on
October  3,  2023,  by  the  Board  of  County
Commissioners.



Israel Solidarity Rally
